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A lack of affordable housing fueled the mass
displacement of tens of thousands of Pittsburgh’s
Black residents in recent decades, and our city is
ranked among the worst places for Black people to
live. How can we stop the forced displacement of
Black Pittsburghers and ensure a right to return for
those seeking to come home? How can build a
movement for a city where Black and Brown
residents can thrive, and where everyone can live
with dignity and justice?
